 GRANTS CRITERIA AND PROGRAM GUIDELINES  

OVERVIEW  
The Flagler County Board of County Commissioners established the Crime Prevention 

Fund to specifically address crime affecting residential safety within Flagler County 

communities.  Crime Prevention Funds are generated from fines assessed, at the 

discretion of Flagler County Circuit Court Judges, to convicted criminals ($50 for 

felonies and $20 for misdemeanors). 

 

In November 2009, the Board of County Commissioners approved the grant Program 

establishing the Crime Prevention Grant Program, which provides organizations that 

serve Flagler County the opportunity to apply for crime prevention project funding. 

Applications for Crime Prevention grants are awarded on an annual basis with 

maximum available grant funding of $55,000.00 per year.  Grants awards are 

available for projects ranging up to $20,000.00 or higher if the project is deemed to 

have a significant impact on crime prevention.    

PROJECT ELIGIBILITY 

Eligible Projects may include: (unless specific priorities are identified in the 
annual grant announcement) 

 
1. Neighborhood Watch program training residents in areas such as personal 

security, theft prevention, senior safety, etc.  – must include estimates of how 

many residents will be involved and where the training will take place.  

2. Neighborhood “Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design”. 

3.  (CPTED) Analysis Projects and physical enhancement projects. 

4. Development of material used to increase involvement in or start a neighborhood 

watch or community volunteer patrol program, such as flashlights, safety vest, or 

shirts.  

5. Support for youth activities to prevent or to address issues such as delinquency.  

6. Any project that clearly demonstrates it has a direct positive impact on preventing 

crime within Flagler County.  

 

 

 

           CREATING SAFE COMMUNITIES 

 

       
      APPLICATION CRITERIA  
 
Crime Prevention grants are made available to any entity meeting the following criteria: 

 
1. Organization must be a local government or a 501C3 not-for-profit organization 

serving Flagler County. 

2. All grant recipients must provide a cash match of 10% of the project costs, which 

subject to approval can be in-kind or in exceptional circumstances may be 

waived if the project is deemed to have a significant impact on Crime Prevention. 

3. The organization must serve Flagler County citizens. 

4. Each organization must have a team in place to carry out the project and must 

provide a list of the team members along with role/responsibilities assignments 

and qualifications. 

5. The grant application must include a detailed budget for the project. 

 

 

      

    GRANT AWARD TIMELINE 
Application available starting January but must be postmarked by March 30, 2010. 

April-June 2010 

Public Safety Coordinating Council reviews the applications. Applicants are not 

required to attend; however, the meeting is open to the public. No presentations will 

be allowed. 

 

July 2010  

Flagler County Board of County Commissioners awards grants for 2010/2011 Budget
